• In 2024: budget of 70 000 Euro, 22 organisations applied, 13 organisations succeeded, 

Training and knowledge transfer & networking
• In 2024, 10 members of NGO participated in educational programme  SEFTE (Senior Friendly Teacher)



3. Mayor's Council for the Rights of Older Citizens
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● permanent advisory body to the Mayor of Bratislava 
● addressing the issues of the status of older citizens living in 

the city, 
● improving quality of life of older citizens
● ensuring closer cooperation with stakeholders

The legal framework for the Council´s activities is provided by 
the Statute - change of the Statute in 2023
Goals:

● encourage older citizens participation 

● increase NGOs participation 
● support Council and City Council cooperation

 



3. Mayor's Council for the Rights of Older Citizens
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Changes:
1. Process of members nomination and selection

● Open call for candidates
▪ each city district could submit 2 candidates 
▪ NGO  could submit 1 candidate

● Selection process 
● 25 members appointed

2. The Council Resolution are submitted to the Commission of the Social Affairs of Bratislava
