The European City Network (ECN) is an exclusive group of dedicated cities that are frontrunners in 
democracy promotion. All participating cities have successfully submitted applications for the ECoD 
Call. Cities nominate representatives from departments dealing with questions of democracy and civic 
participation who actively participate in network activities.
